Dear Mr. Lohr:  

Thank you for your letter of October 10 regarding the Town’s interest in our HOA-owned 
property.  

Our Board of Directors met to discuss this matter, and I can inform you that based upon 
that meeting and a previously recorded vote of our membership, we have no interest in 
transferring the ownership of our land to the town, nor in granting access to the property 
for any reason.  

We do not believe that our residents will change their views on this matter; many have 
expressed a wide range of concerns and are strongly opposed to a transfer. We are also 
aware of similar views by residents in Old Dominion Valley. However, if you still wish 
to meet with our Board, we are open to a meeting, but our views will not change.  

Mr. Lohr, with all of the issues and needs facing our town, including a lawsuit over the 
placement of a high school, the development of the “gateway”, water supply issues, the 
need for sidewalks, assuring fire and police protection, and many other higher priority 
activities, may we suggest that this proposal for the town to take over privately owned 
HOA property for “passive use” is completely out of step with many other higher 
priorities? We suggest there are many other more important things that need to be done.
