RE: Draft Comprehensive Plan Update  

Dear Commission Members and Staff:  

We would appreciate your consideration of the following views and comments on the Draft 
Comprehensive Plan Update. While we have not had the opportunity to review the entire 
draft, the section that deals with “Public Open Space” is of concern to us.   

In the map that accompanies the draft plan, acreage that is currently privately owned by the 
Catoctin Meadows Homeowners Association is designated as “Public Open Space”. While 
we have never been informed in writing about the Town’s specific plans to acquire our 
private land, we have been informed verbally of that intention by Town Council members 
and the Mayor. Indeed, we have been told that acquiring our land and similar property owned 
by another homeowners association are currently one of the Town’s “Top Ten Priorities”.  

Our comment at this time is that it is very premature to prioritize acquisition of our land and 
assume that it will become a “Public Open Space”. The subject of town ownership of our 
land was discussed by our home owners at an HOA meeting two years ago, and in a recorded 
vote, an overwhelming majority (over 80%) voted against town ownership.  

With that prevailing view in mind, we suggest that the planning process not assume 
acquisition of our land, and that the priorities of the town be adjusted to make other actions, 
such as sidewalks linking our community to the rest of the town, much higher priority than is 
currently the case.
