T want to share with you a copy of a letter I sent to the Virginia State Corporation
Commission opposing the Toll Road Investors Partnership's 11, L.P. (TRIP II) application to
increase tolls on the Dulles Greenway.

Should the SCC approve this increase, the Dulles Greenway will be one of the most
expensive toll roads in the country. Should TRIP II's request be granted, the peak Greenway Toll
in 2012 will rise to $4.80 per trip. A toll of $4.80 on the 14-mile Greenway equates to 34
cents-per-mile. By comparison, Maryland charges a $5 one-way-toll on a 50-mile portion of 1-95
north of Baltimore to the Delaware state line. For a round-trip traveler on that stretch of
highway, this equates to 5 cents-per-mile. The New Jersey Turnpike charges a toll of $6.45, or
less than 6 cents-per-mile, for the entire 113- mile toll road.

I write today to offer comment in case number PUE-2006-0081, the proposed Dulles
Greenway toll increase submitted to the Virginia State Corporation Commission (SCC) by Toll
Road Investors Partnership II, L.P. (TRIP II), and to urge that this request be rejected.

The request before the SCC by TRIP II, which is owned by Macquarie Infrastructure
Group of Australia, would increase the current Dulles Greenway toll of $2,70 for weekday traffic
to $4 on January 1, 2009, with additional increases to $4.50 on July 1, 2010, and $4.80 on
January 1, 2012,

I oppose this increase because it will make this major commuter route one of the most
expensive toll highways per mile of travel in the country. A toll of $4.80 on the 14-mile
Greenway equates to 34 cents-per-mile. By comparison, Maryland charges a $5 one-way-toll on
a 50-mile portion of [-95 north of Baltimore to the Delaware state line. For a round-trip traveler
on that stretch of highway, this equates to 5 cents-per-mile. The New Jersey Turnpike charges a
toll of $6.45, or less than 6 cents-per-mile, for the entire 113- mile toll road.

It is instructive also to compare the Dulles Greenway with the Indiana Toll Road, which
1s under a 75 year lease also held by Macquarie Infrastructure Group of Australia. To travel the
entire 157 miles of the Indiana road, a driver pays $4.15, or less than 3 cents-per-mile. Clearly,

when toll road costs are compared around the U.S., 34 cents-per-mile is abnormally high.

In 1995 when the Greenway opened, the toll was $1.75 and a commuter who drove to
work five days a week, 50 weeks per year paid $875 per year. Later, the initial toll was reduced
to $1 to generate use of the road. Today, the same commuter pays $1,350 per year to use the
Greenway. If the SCC approves TRIP II's requested increase, in 2012, the same commuter will
pay $2,400 per year, almost triple the cost since 1995, just to use the Greenway. The Dulles
Greenway is for many northern Virginians a key commuting option. Most commuters can budget
for a reasonable increase in the cost of transportation. Very few working familics can budget for
such a steep increase.
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
