This is in response to your letter, dated July 13, 2004, regarding the possible bike trail alignment
through the Catoctin Meadows subdivision. The letter requested feedback from the Catoctin Meadows
Home Owners Association (CMHOA) to the Public Works Committee regarding this matter.

The issue was recently discussed and voted on at our last CMHOA meeting on August 11, 2004. The
vote was a unanimous 33-0 against the proposed routing. This represents a record voting turnout of
approximately 45% of the homes in Catoctin Meadows. Some of the cited concerns and comments
are listed below.

e Safety (residents and bike trail users)

¢ High statistical probability for increased crime rate

e Detrimental to the general character of the neighborhood
e Potential for decreased property values

e Increased traffic and parking concerns

e Is a connector between the two trails really necessary?

e Why not route the path down Main Street?

e Concerns that the proposed 21% Street sidewalk link from Catoctin Meadows to town (which
the overwhelming majority of residents favor) would be leveraged/linked to the proposed bike
path routing

It should be noted that several non-HOA members from adjacent communities were in attendance to
voice their concern regarding the proposed routing as well, although their numbers are not represented
in our official voting.

In addition to the CMHOA vote, a petition has been circulated among Catoctin Meadows residents and
the surrounding affected neighborhood (residents along Ashleigh Rd., Country Club Dr., and 33" St.).
The detailed results of this petition are included in the attached report. As you will see, the
overwhelming majority of the people surveyed indicated that they are opposed to any intrusive routing
of a bike trail through the local community.

The CMHOA would appreciate a formal response from the town concerning future intentions regarding
this matter. Please feel free to contact me if you have any questions.
